Features :
Depending on your vehicle's steering wheel controls, there are several possibilities for using a hands-
free kit with the steering wheel controls:
-Mode 1: the steering wheel does not feature any phone button, but only volume adjustment
controls ("Volume (+)" and "Volume (-)" buttons)
-Mode 2: the steering wheel features a single "Phone" button
-Mode 3: the steering wheel features an "Answer" button and a "Hang up" button

With Alfa Romeo steering wheels configuration, you can use either Mode 1 or Mode 2.
Mode 1 is used by default, in this mode; no specific phone button buttons are used.

Mode 2 is immediately activated when a "Phone" button is pressed. The interface instantly detect that
the steering wheel contains this specific button.
